As you know, the
proposed LDC was temporar-
ily halted by a March district
court ruling by Judge Soifer
(Acuna et al v City of Austin). A
few weeks later, the City Coun-
cil voted 7 to 4 to authorize

hough the Ney will officially remain closed

until May 8, a longer closure is quite
possible. Because of that, the museum is not
expecting to present any live programming on
site for the month of May. When it reopens, it
will resume its regular schedule of Wednesday

through Sunday, noon to 5 pm.

That said, there’s still a lot to enjoy at the mu-
seum. The grounds are looking very nice this year.
Snapdragons, primrose, bluebonnets, and much more
are on full display now, and as the season turns, more
species are likely to appear, thanks to sound spring
moisture. It's always a wonder to watch as one col-
or dominates the landscape, then, two or three weeks
later, another color has taken its place. You can also
enjoy the outdoor portion of Barbara Attwell’s Rewy-
lding, the show that opened in February. Among the
pieces you'll see are richly colorful, slightly myste-
rious feltworks in the trees, along with a handful of
free-standing pieces. All of these pieces relate to the
relationship between humans and nature, emphasiz-
ing the blurred lines that are there if we look closely
enough. All of the free-standing pieces are made to at-
tract flying wildlife — two are bat shelters and one has
already had a bird family move in, just as was hoped
from the start.

And thanks to Barbara, you will be able to see
a tour of the exhibition —both indoors and out-
doors —online! Visit the museum’s website at www.
elisabetneymuseum.org. There you’ll find links to Barba-
ra’s video tour and more information about her work
and intent. There is also a video tour of the museum
itself as well as activities that relate to the museum in
which families can engage.

Also, follow the museum’s social media pages on
Facebook and Instagram to see various interesting
art pieces, history news, and flora and fauna from the
site. That would also be a good place to learn more
about coming events and reopening information.

* Weekly Grocery Store Flyers - To stop receiving
these flyers, visit https;//www.redplum.com/help/how-
can-i-be-removed-from-your-mailing-list. Be patient. It
takes about 6 weeks.

* Unwanted Mail or Catalogs - Visit https;//catalogc-
hoice.org/. The mission of Catalog Choice is to stop
junk mail for good. It is a non-profit service that
sends merchants your catalog opt out requests or
guides you how to opt out.

* Other Catalogs - When you order something on-
line, you often receive a huge catalog within a week
from that same company. By calling, you can re-
quest that the company no longer sends you its
catalog.

How to Receive Wanted Mail Electronically

* Magazines - Most magazines are available on-
line. Just call and request that option.

* Bills and Credit Card Statements - Almost all
bills, including utility and credit card statements, can
be received electronically. Select “go paperless” from
the appropriate website.

The Most Frequent Question from Readers

“Why would I use the green curbside compost bin
if I have a backyard compost bin?”
