On Father’s Day Weekend, June 18-19, Hyde Park will 
open its homes and show visitors how many of Austin’s 

most cherished characters and traditions are rooted in the 
streets and avenues of old Hyde Park. Back to Hometown 
Austin: Hyde Park is the theme of this, the 35th Annual Hyde 
Park Historic Homes Tour. Austinites ever more frequently 
mourn the vanishing old Austin way of life. From Arthouse 
to the Ironworks, Mount Bonnell to Armadillo World 
Headquarters, this year’s tour highlights how the historic 
fabric of Austin is woven of threads running through these 
friendly, shaded, walkable streets.

Thanks to Mike Wong and Scott Johnson of Northfield for meeting with interested Hyde 
Park neighbors to discuss the pending temporary (possibly leading to permanent) closure 

of Bruning Avenue prior to our May general meeting. We had a lively discussion and found 
some areas of agreement. 

One area of agreement is that 
it would be best to have clearly 
agreed measures by which to judge 
success or failure of the experimen-
tal closure before the experiment 
begins. Martha Ward of Ridgetop 
indicated to me that some neigh-
bors in Northfield and Ridgetop 
were going to meet to come up 
with their recommendations in the 
near future. Time is short. As far 
as I know, at this point the closure 

is still scheduled to begin in June, 
but if an HPNA team also comes 
up with measures there is inter-
est in having a joint meeting of the 
neighbors from our three neigh-
borhoods who have studied that 
question to see whether we can 
agree on how the success or failure 
of the closure should be assessed. 
I sent the Bruning resolution we 
passed at the May general meeting 
to Gary Schatz, Transportation Di-
rector Robert Spillar and Assistant 
City Manager Robert Goode as 
well as a copy to Council and the 
city manager and highlighted that 
prior to any temporary closure we 
would like to have clearly agreed 
measures of what would constitute 
a success and what would consti-
tute a failure, and that we would 
like the temporary closure not to 
begin until the new controller at 
51st/Airport/Clarkson has been 
installed and optimized. I have not 
heard back from anyone at the city 
concerning that resolution. Bob 
Breeze, HPNA point person on 51st 
St. and Bruning, has been coordi-
nating some meetings with council 
members and some other efforts 
to make sure neighbors are aware 
of the pending closure and to get 
the city to change course. You can 
contact Bob at <bob.breeze@gmail.
com>.

I sent the resolution we passed 
on Baker School to the AISD Trust-
ees, but as many of you have no 
doubt seen in the news, AISD has 
begun accepting bids from poten-
tial buyers. Also on the subject 
of Baker School, neighbor Paul 
Kamprath has noticed that the bas-
ketball courts there, despite not 

being in very good condition, still 
get a lot of use. He and Ann Gra-
ham have been in contact with 
AISD facilities personnel to find 
out whether they would permit 
replacement of the backboards, 
hoops and nets and restriping of 
the courts.

As Crime and Safety Chair 
Heather Freeman describes else-
where in this issue, the tire slasher 
trial is currently scheduled for 
this month. George Wyche attend-
ed the pretrial hearing on May 
19th and I received a summary of 
what happened. The details given 
here come from that summary. The 
main prosecutor on the case is Ja-
son English. At an earlier hearing 
Tommy Kelly, aka Tommy Adams,

was found competent to repre-
sent himself. Defense attorney 
Matt Jones has been appointed to 
assist him. Kelly made a motion re-
questing documentation on all the 
cases involving himself. The pros-
ecutor argued that there is victim 
sensitive information in the re-
ports and a large volume of data. 
He has been consulting with some 
of their people on how to go about 
producing discovery in the inter-
im two weeks off. Judge Kocurek 
explained the motion was to pro-
duce the offense reports for Kelly, 
the “handle by’s” (appears to mean 
officers involved in contacts with 
Kelly) including the number of of-
fenses, the year and how many 
arrests occured in each year. She 

said to produce this by the next 
setting, June 1st at 9 AM, Judge 
Kocurek would only allow re-
ports for those offenses that Kelley 
is currently charged with. Trav-
is County victim counselor Diane 
Spears said afterwards that in pro-
ducing the documents, all address 
and contact information would be 
redacted but the names and gen-
ders of complainants would not be.

 Finally, there are a couple 
events coming up in Hyde Park 
this month. The Shipe Park Com-
mittee will host a Pool Opening 
Committee soon. I don’t have 
a definite date yet, but the pool 
opens on June 7th. And the Homes 
Tour will occur on Father’s Day

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Silent Witnesses for  
the Prosecution 

We’ve come a long way.  Charges have 
been leveled against the “Tire Slasher.”  

A trial date has been set.  Community leaders 
have heard us and responded.  Still, the 
outcome of the trial is uncertain.  The judge 
and jury should know the full scope of what 
we have witnessed in the community, not 
just what we have endured on a personal 
level.  Your statements could mean the 
difference between minimum and maximum 
sentencing. 

The prosecutors must establish the pattern of the 
“Tire Slasher’s” past criminal activity by multiple 
witness accounts, and how this differed from oth-
er incidents of vandalism, ruling out other causes of 
damage.  What did you see?  Where?  When?  How 
many?  Was the damage sporadic or clustered in any 
way?  How often did the damage occur?  Did you see 
the defendant uncharacteristically lingering in the 
area around the suspected time of the punctures?  Did 
you actually witness the crime taking place?  Do you 
have photographic or other evidence of the damage?  
Any and all of this is useful.  Many of you have come 
to me with information over the last year, but I ur-
gently need you to take the initiative and contact the 
prosecutor directly.  It is estimated that as few as one 
out of ten of the occurrences were ever reported.

I know many of you were told that these circum-
stantial observations were inadmissible, useless and 
inconsequential. That is simply not the case, accord-
ing to the prosecution team.  It is exactly this kind of 
information which will help define the scope and pat-
tern of the crimes for the jury and judge, so that they 
may make a truly informed decision.  If they should 
find Tommy Joe Kelley Adams guilty of the crimes 
for which he has been charged, the severity of the 
punishment rendered may well be based upon your 
accounts.  The future of this case now rests with many 
silent, jaded or distracted witnesses.  We may only 
have this one chance to come forward.

Dissatisfaction and unhappiness with 
governmental entitites were the 

hallmarks of the May HPNA general meeting, 
with the city, the county, and school district 
each garnering their share.

President Lisa Harris called the meeting to order 
at 7:05 PM.

The meeting began with a presentation on traf-
fic issues in the 51st Street and Bruning Avenue 
areas by Gary Schatz, chief transportation engineer 
for the City of Austin, accompanied by Deepti Desai 
and Ali Mozbari, staff engineers. Mr. Schatz began by 
apologizing for having created a climate of suspicion 
around the proposed temporary closure of Brun-
ing Avenue, which he attributed to an ill-considered 
sentence in a PowerPoint presentation that implied 
the Northfield planning team had obtained a “back 
door deal” with the City to close Bruning without the 
opportunity for public input and comment. This state-
ment appeared not to reassure the more than twenty 
neighbors present, as the questions and remarks con-
tinued to evince a distrustful atmosphere.

Mr. Schatz first took up the issue of the 51st Street 
and Clarkson Avenue intersection with Airport Bou-
levard and the Cap Metro Red Line. He said the new 
signals at the 51st and Duval intersection have put ad-
ditional load on the 51st/Clarkson and 51st/Airport 
signals. The new traffic controller’s software sched-
uled for installation at Clarkson is not yet at a standard 
of reliability the City feels comfortable in rolling out, 
so Clarkson continues to operate with older controller 
hardware and software while the newer controller is 
tested at another almost identical intersection.

In response to another question about why the 
51st/Duval signals were installed with what ap-
peared to be precipitance, Mr. Schatz said that safety 
and operational issues came together in such a way 
that precluded taking time for extensive outreach to 
the community before installing the signals. A related 
question concerning the reasons for picking a partic-
ular year’s crash data to qualify the intersection for 
signalization went largely unanswered.

Moving to the issue of closing Bruning, Mr. 
Schatz said the temporary closure is to get a long 
enough sample to have valid before/after data to 
study, but once the speed and volume counts are 
done, the City will have discussions about action 
going forward to which Northfield, Ridgetop, and 
HPNA will be invited. The question of why the clo-
sure was being undertaken during the summer school 
break, which traffic will be at its lightest, drew the re-
sponse that it was done in order to place the least 
additional stress on Ridgetop parents. Mr. Schatz did

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not explain how this was also supposed to provide 
an accurate measure of school-term traffic. He did ex-
press the belief that closing Bruning could relieve 
stress on the Clarkson intersection by shortening the 
light cycle time at Duval, as well as reducing a diffi-
cult five-way intersection to a conventional four-way 
one. He ended by acknowledging that closure might 
not turn out to be the best permanent solution, but 
that studying it to death would be no solution at all; 
better to try something and find out what happens.

Following the presentation, the president distrib-
uted copies of three draft resolution opposing the 
closure of Bruning, opposing the proposed sale of 
the Baker School property by AISD, and opposing 
the abolition of historic property tax abatements. A 
motion was passed to limit debate to ten minutes for 
each resolution.

An amendment to the Bruning resolution was 
moved by Ashley Schweikart and seconded by John Paul 
Moore to change the Bruning resolution to “oppose the 
immediate temporary closure” of the street. Bob Breeze 
offered a friendly amendment to add “until the Clarkson 
Street traffic controller is installed and optimized.”

John Paul Moore then called the question as 
amended, seconded by Debbie Volker. The motion 
passed 15-0.

Karen McGraw moved adoption of the Baker 
School resolution, seconded by Wanda Penn. Karen 
then moved to add stronger language to the resolu-
tion opposing the sale of the school, seconded by 
John Paul Moore. The motion to amend passed 17-
2. In response to a question about the phrase “civic 
or office use” in the resolution, the president said 
the point was not to change the school to the point it 
could never be used as a school again. Ashley Sch-
weikart moved amended language to make the 
association’s statement about use more specific, sec-
onded by Wanda Penn. The amendment passed 18-0. 
The main question was then called, and passed 17-1.

John Paul Moore moved adoption of the historic 
tax break resolution, seconded by Wanda Penn. The 
resolution passed 19-2 without discussion.

David Conner announced the Homes Tour house 
lineup is complete, with five homes and a commercial 
property, as well as the exterior of Baker School. AISD 
was unwilling to grant access to the interior for the 
tour. Tickets will cost $15 for Saturday, reduced from 
$17, and $18 for Sunday. All houses have captains, 
and John Williams is captain for recruiting docents.

In crime matters, the defendant in the tire slash-
ing case was found to be competent to represent 
himself at trial, and will be allowed to do so with as-
sistance and advice from a professional lawyer. The 
trial will be held sometime in June.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:18 PM.
